I am writing in response to an inquiry from your office about whether officers who
separate from your department may legally retain assault weapons that are registered in their
names. Under the provisions of Penal Code section 12280(e) and (f), officers who separate from
employment by a law enforcement agency may retain assault weapons that are legally registered
pursuant to Penal Code 12285, as long as they are not prohibited by law from possessing

firearms.
